Programme description

The study programme is for the graduates of the bachelor’s degree programme English Language
in Education or a similar bachelor’s degree programme in English Language. The subjects cover
mainly the areas of ELT methodology, children’s literature in English and linguistics. Students also
complete teaching practice in schools. Students will reach the C2.1 level of language competence,
as defined by the CEFR. Graduates are qualified to teach English at the lower secondary level of
education.
